1.   Call to order 10:05 a.m.     
 
2.   Online Meeting Operating Protocol was presented and discussed. 
 
3.   Roll Call:   Present---Brummund, Huebel, Vaughn, Scully, Strauer, Baier, D Dailey.  Absent--- none.  There is a quorum. 

          Total of 28 participants joined zoom meeting, 7 of which were board members. 
 
4.    Agenda: Motion made by Brummund/Strauer to approve Agenda as presented. Roll call vote on motion:  Ayes:  
Vaughn, Brummund, Huebel, Baier, D Dailey, Strauer, Scully.  Nays: none. Motion passed. 
 
5.    Minutes:  Motion made by D Dailey/Brummund to approve Minutes of the 7/23/2020 meeting as presented.  Roll 
call vote on motion: Ayes:  Vaughn, Brummund, Huebel, Baier, D Dailey, Strauer, Scully. Nays: none.  Motion passed.   
 
6.   Recess for Public Hearing:  Motion made by Brummund/D Dailey @ 10:10 am to recess the board meeting and begin 
the Public Hearing to present the Cedar Lake Management & Weed Control Special Assessment District.  Roll call vote on 
motion:  Ayes:  Brummund, D Dailey, Vaughn, Strauer, Scully, Huebel, Vaughn.  Nays: none.  Motion passed. 
                    
7.   Open Public Hearing: 
              a)  Board Roll Call:  Present—Brummund, Huebel, Vaughn, Scully, Strauer, Baier, D Dailey. Absent: none.  There is 
a quorum.   
              b)  Rex Vaughn gave the presentation and review of proposed Public Improvements, estimated costs, proposed 
Special Assessment District, proposed special assessment and all other matters relating to the Public Improvements. 
 c)  Public Comments opened.    It was noted by the Chair, before the verbal comments began, that there were no 
written communications received by the Board through any written venue to be placed in the minutes at time of the 
hearing. 
  1.  Chair recognized the following commenters:  
   a.  Steve Wusterbarth, 7270 Shore View Dr., Oscoda, MI 48750:  Steve informed the board that 
there are units on St George’s Island that are no longer included on the tax roll during the month of July 2020.  These 
should be investigated before the Assessment District is finalized. 
   b.  Mark Laszlo, 4289 Cedar Lake Rd., Greenbush, MI 48738:  Mark expressed his concerns and 
objections to including Swimmer’s Itch research and the re-evaluation of planting redear sunfish as listed in the Public 
Improvements.  He believes swimmer’s itch/parasite is indigenous to the lake and opposes researching the eradication 
of it.  He also opposes any further stocking of the lake with redear sunfish because he believes it will not survive in a lake 
this far north. 
   c.  Tim Vasicek, 3472 E Cedar Lake Dr., Greenbush, MI 48738:  Tim is a new owner on the lake 
and wanted to thank the board for improving the lake.  He voiced concerns over the muck in the north end of the lake 
and wondered if there is a way to improve or get rid of it.  Tim did not receive any notice in the mail about the 
assessment.  His name and address as a new owner should be checked before any future notices are mailed. 
   d.  Tim Pawelek, 3741 W Cedar Lake Rd., Greenbush, MI 48738:  Tim questioned why the board 
doesn’t ask for bids on weed control and other related jobs each year instead of using the same companies each year. 
   e.  Mark Laszlo, 4289 Cedar Lake Rd., Greenbush, MI   48738:  Mark had additional concerns 
regarding how the budget is spent.  It is Mark’s opinion that Tim Cwalinski, Senior Fisheries Biologist, MDNR, 
is a person that is knowledgeable about redear sunfish, and could give counsel about the situation as he is a state 
employee, and wouldn’t have to be paid out of the CLIB budget for an opinion on fish stocking. 
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   f.   Tim Vasicek,3472 E Cedar Lake Dr., Greenbush, MI   48738:  Tim asked why redear sunfish are 
important. 
   g.  Tim Pawelek, 3741 W Cedar Lake Rd., Greenbush, MI   48738:  Tim expressed his objection to 
fishing tournaments using Cedar Lake.   
                                            h.  Michelle Roberts, 7977 E Cedar Lake Dr., Greenbush, MI   48738:  Michelle commented that 
the lake water went down quickly this year. 
  2.  Presentation of Written Remarks received by the Board prior to or during the Public Hearing:  None.

11.  Board review and consideration of adoption of Resolution 2020-2.  Motion made by Brummund/D Dailey to adopt 
“Resolution 2020-2 Cedar Lake Improvement Board, Alcona County and Iosco County, MI: Cedar Lake Management & 
Weed Control Special Assessment District Determination to Proceed with and make the Public Improvements; Approval 
of the Plans and Estimate of Costs; To Defray the Costs by Special Assessment; Final Determinations of the Special 
Assessment District; Directive to the Township Supervisors to Prepare the Special Assessment Roll” and authorize the 
chair to sign the Resolution.  Discussion: Oscoda Trustee Baier asked for and received confirmation that the assessment 
amount was $150 per parcel and not dependent upon lakefront footage.  Commissioner Huebel commented that the 
Special Assessment District Public Improvements & Cost Estimates document is only a plan, that the plan will be used by 
the Board as guidelines, and the items listed must be individually considered and approved by the Board as they come 
up in the future.  Roll call vote on motion:  Ayes:  Brummund, D Dailey, Scully, Strauer, Baier, Huebel, Vaughn.  Nays:
